Once the train has passed through the dry reaches of 

Botswana we arrive at Plumtree in the late afternoon for border formalities with Zimbabwe. 

We continue in a north-westerly direction passing Bulawayo heading towards Thompson’s Junction and Hwange Game Reserve 

where animals can be spotted from the train. 

Journeys end is the incomparable Victoria Falls on the mighty Zambezi River. 

Please note that depending upon railways capacity this journey could be routed northwards through
